Hertfordshire Schools Library Service is working in conjunction with The Poetry Society to bring you this training session and resources to encourage creative writing. 

It begins with the premise that teachers are creative themselves, and should be given the time away from the classroom to cultivate their creative side.

The day is designed to 'infect' teachers with a new enthusiasm to write, which will then be highly contagious when they return to their pupils, so that they are able to present poetry in a more exciting and refreshing way in the classroom.

Coral Rumble will take teachers through three sessions looking at what a poem is, what it does, and then to explore both the forms of poetry and free verse. Coral promises that all sessions will be “non-threatening and kind to teachers!”
